It is targeted to 
those UU members who can commit to a long-
term process in order to make a significant 
difference in their congregations and in the UU 
movement. Participants might continue the New 
Century process toward future work in such areas 
as social justice, congregational growth, 
antiracism, green initiative, or faith development.  
 

Participants will take the first step toward creating

As a 
practical social technology, Theory U offers a set 
of principles and practices for collectively creating 
the future that wants to emerge. . . ."
