Tuesday, October 7, 6-8 p.m.
Napa Public Library, downtown Napa

Religious traditions revere water. Initiations, rites of passage,and healings use water as a symbol
of death and rebirth. Water is also a symbol of grace, and spirit. Coins and other objects are
often throw into water for wishes and luck.

Chris Malan is a Water activist and the Executive Director of the Institute for Conservation Advocacy,
Research and Education, with a focus on the health of the Napa River and its tributaries. She advocates
for all watershed stakeholders to join in the protection of our water resources which mean every person
living in our county must stop polluting the river and taking water were little is left to take. In most areas
of the county streams are dying aquifers are in depletion and wetlands are vanishing.

All attendees are asked to bring water from a local waterway for blessing. The waters will
be combined, blessed and the redistributed so that it can be returned to the source from
which you brought it.
